Rest

• Rest - intentional non-productivity; 
engaging with God and others in life-giving 
activities

• Expression of  trust – when we rest we 
are demonstrating the truth that God 
holds all things together and not us

• Part of  Creation Rhythm –
• Rest – Work – Relationship
• Rhythm not balance – not equal 

amounts, but each regularly

• We work from rest, not rest from work 
– 1st day for Adam/Eve was day of  rest
