Anchors – keep us tethered/tied to work of God in us/through us

• Transformation – personally, corporately, and in our community
• Vision – to see our community transformed by God

(in my heart, in my home, in my workplace, in my community) as it is in 
heaven



ANCHORS 
Deep Roots

•Being conformed into the image of Jesus (Rom 8.29)
•Being led by the Spirit (Gal 5.25)

Broad Branches
•Doing the good works God has created for us to do (Eph 2.10)
•Being a blessing in the place where God has planted us (Jer 29.4-7)
