The heart of  God in this work – joy

• Zeph 3.17 - The Lord your God is with you, 

He is mighty to save. He will take great 

delight in you, He will quiet you with His 

love, He will rejoice over you with singing.

Neh 8.10 - This day is holy to our Lord. Do 

not grieve, for the joy of  the Lord is your 

strength.





Spiritual Practice – Giving

‘Adopt’ a Long-Term Ministry Partner for 2025

21 families serving locally, in the U.S. and 

internationally – all giving significant portion of  

their time to intentional Kingdom work 

Money -$25/month

In addition to your regular giving to Kingdom 

causes

Give monthly

Time – pray for weekly

Focus – read monthly newsletter







Parable of  the Talents - Mt 25.14-30

3 servants given different amounts of  money; 5 

talents, 2 talents, 1 talent

5 talents returns 10 talents, 2 talents returns 4 

talents, 1 talent returns what he was given (buried it)

Apply to money – we’ve all been given different 

amounts

Reward – based on act of  stewardship not return; 

equal devotion to the interests of  the Master leads to 

same reward (10 talents and 4 talents both hear same 

thing from Master)

Punishment – based on poor stewardship, doing 

nothing with what was given



Parable of  the Minas - Lk 19.12-27

10 servants given same amount of  money (1 mina)

One returns 10 minas, one 5 minas, one returns 

mina he was given (buried it)

Apply to time – we’ve all been given same amount 

(24hrs in a day)

Reward – based on act of  stewardship and return 

matters; unequal devotion to Master leads to 

different rewards (10 minas=10 cities, 5 minas=5 

cities)

Punishment – based on poor stewardship, doing 

nothing with what was given
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
